LAST TIME OUT

> The Tennessee State men’s basketball team dropped
a double overtime battle at Southeast Missouri last
Saturday night in its first true Ohio Valley Conference road
test this season, 83-79.

PRavel Moody, senior guard had a career showing,
somewhat reminiscent of his 2020 OVC Tournament
performance where the Denver native led the Tigers
in scoring, tonight with 18. He also pulled down seven
rebounds, and registered one assist, block and steal.

»He had help. The Tigers’ roster pulled together three
double-digit scoring efforts including freshman Marcus
Fitzgerald Jr's 18 points. Tennessee’s top-ranked point
guard shot 4-0f-8 from three-point distance while Yusuf
Mohamed notched a career-high nine rebounds, and
seven assists from point guard Mark Freeman rounded
out the leaderboard for TSU.

LAST TIME OUT AGAINST THE SKYHAWKS

» TSU suffered its first OVC loss at UT Martin in the Elam
Center, 87-74. A hot start by redshirt-sophomore Carlos
Marshall, Jr. did not sustain the Tigers' five-point lead
as the Skyhawks answered with its own 20-0 run in four
minutes of play to secure the lead just 10 minutes into the
evening.

> Turnovers clipped the Tigers' efforts as the Skyhawks
capitalized with 28 points off of TSU's 21 turnovers. The
final place of faulty play occured at TSU’s free-throw line.
Big Blue went 12-0f-27 on the night at the charity stripe,
leaving a game-deciding 15 points on the floor.

» Marshall Jr. carried the team with 15 points in the first
half and another 11 in the second to mark his career-high
shooting, registering 44 percent from the floor, 5-of-10
from beyond the arc and a perfect 100 percent, 4-of-4,
from the free-throw line.

UNPRECEDENTED START

» In a normal season, the Tigers would take on a slate of
nonconference opponents before entering OVC play. This
season Big Blue’s first opponents out of the gate were the
league’s reigning champs, Belmont.

» In fact, TSU played the crosstown rival twice in 10 days,
marking two of the first three games for the Tigers.

P Big Blue’s season, like many across the country, had been
delayed from its original Nov. 26 start date due to COVID
protocols causing the team to miss two games against
Coppin State and Marshall in Huntington, WV.

D Tennessee State was picked to finish sixth by the Preseason
Media Poll and conference poll of the head coaches and SIDs.

» Shakwon Barrett, junior guard, hails from Toronto, Ontario,
serving as our first international player on the squad since
Kamar McKnight in 2018, who was also from Toronto.

» Freshman Evan Joyner’s father is Jay Joyner the 2018
